398/2006 CHAIRMAN’S REPORT ON THE RIDES ASSOCIATION’S FINANCIAL & LEGAL STATUS

Cllr Cundy advised the members that the Rides Association had discussed their position at their AGM held on 20th November 2006 and agreed their financial position was no longer viable and further agreed that the Association should be dissolved.  

A subsequent meeting was called on 23rd November 2006 and attended by members of the Bar & Social Club, Trustees of the Rides Association, Finchampstead Parish Council representatives and officers of Wokingham District Council.  An agreed List of Actions was agreed as it is important to keep the hall running and functioning.  Mr & Mrs Partridge agreed to act as caretakers for the hall during the coming weeks and will continue to hold the master set of keys.  All assets will be securely locked away in the cellar.

The Financial Services Authority and the Charities Commission have been notified of the situation and the necessary winding up procedure will be undertaken by Karen Grainger, Treasurer of the RA and by Cllrs R Cundy and G Markham.  Keith Burns will be notified of all matters who will contact the Baptist Church to ask if they will be willing to provide manpower to run the hall.

All creditors of the hall will be notified by Karen Grainger and Sunshine Contractors will be asked to provide a quotation for maintaining the football fields for the period ending 31st March 2007.  

Cllr Cundy advised the members that as the Association’s landlords, they become responsible under the terms of the lease and sub-lease and may have to contribute to the running costs.  Keith Burns advised that the District Council are likely to provide monies to cover the Associaton’s debts and that the Community Warden and Claire Denham might also be based at the Hall in the interim.
Cllr Cundy will report on developments at the next Main Council meeting on Thursday 21st December 2006.

Cllr Mrs Driver asked it minuted that the Chairman and the Clerk have undertaken a great deal of hard work in this matter.
