218/2007 - APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

219/2007 – RESOLUTION TO AGREE TO SIGN THE DEED OF SURRENDER OF THE HEADLEASE BETWEEN FINCHAMPSTEAD PARISH COUNCIL AND WOKINGHAM BOROUGH COUNCIL AND THE UNDERLEASE BETWEEN FINCHAMPSTEAD PARISH COUNCIL AND THE RIDES ASSOCIATION ON THE LAND AT GORSE RIDE, FINCHAMPSTEAD.

The wording of the Deed of Surrender has been agreed between the WBC and FPC solicitors and copies of the document (TCR/23839/1 Deed Draft No 2 dated 01/06/2007) were distributed prior to the meeting.  Cllr Cundy emphasised that once the document is signed by all parties, the Parish Council will have no further involvement in the land, unless the proposed new Community Centre is not completed within three years.

The document was fully discussed, in particular the Clause relating to the provision of Library facilities at the Centre.  The council AGREED that this provision is very important and will continue to support its implementation for the benefit of all residents.

Cllr Markham proposed the Chairman to be given the authority to sign the Deed at the meeting to be held at WBC Shute End on 12th June 2007.  AGREED UNANIMOUSLY.

220/2007 – APPROVAL OF 2006-2007 ACCOUNTS & ANNUAL GOVERNANCE STATEMENT
The Clerk distributed photocopies of the relevant pages of the Annual Return to councillors.  Cllr Mrs Sach proposed delaying acceptance of the accounts until Main Council on 21st June to allow time for the Risk Management sub committee to complete its documentation which is required for the Return to UHY Hacker Young.

The councillors discussed the outstanding monies owed by the Rides Association which amounts to £6868, equivalent to 7% of the council precept and therefore not an insignificant sum.  Cllr Markham proposed the matter be pursued for the debt to be repaid either by the Association or WBC at the meeting to be held at Shute End on 12th June.  AGREED.
