Appeal against Enforcement Notice Dismissed.  The requirements of the notice are to stop using the land as a waste transfer station, skip hire and storage of skips.  Remove all skips and skip lorries.  Remove from the land all waste materials, restore the land, by providing 150mm of topsoil.

Appeal dismissed, on the grounds of the effect of the proposal on highway safety in Nine Mile Ride, and the effect of the proposed dwellings on the character of the area. The Parish council had objected.
