166/2006 APPEALS 

Appeal Decision Woodcray Golf Course APP/XO360/C/05 /2002714
The appeal is dismissed and the enforcement notice is upheld with a correction.   The Parish Council had supported the WDC enforcement notice.  The report issued by the Inspectorate, criticised WDC and the appellant.  The issue of the mountains of rubble still exists and the clerk will contact WDC to see what their intentions are to re-instate the land.

Appeal Decision The Pyghtle, Fleet Hill, F/2005/4804 and F/2005/5718- APP/X0360/A/05/1193546

The appeal is dismissed on grounds of the effects of the proposals on the character and appearance of the existing house and the surrounding countryside. The Parish Council had commented that the garage should not be sold off as a separate dwelling.

Appeal Decision, Alyeska, Sandhurst Rd, F/2005/5459 – APP/X0360/A/05/1196318

The appeal is dismissed. The Parish Council had objected. Three main issues: effect on the occupiers of neighbouring properties, whether the development would make use of previously developed land, and the effect on flora and fauna.
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Appeal Decision, 6 Johnson Drive F/2005/5612 – APP/X0360/A/05/1195029

The appeal is dismissed. The PC had no objections. Extension is more than 50% size of existing bungalow. Scale of the development would detract from its open character.

Appeal by East Court Farm, The Village. VAR/2005/5979.

Proposed variation to condition 3 of consent 96/64049/F to remove agricultural occupancy restriction on dwelling.  Comments needed by 18th May 2005.  The clerk sent a letter with our objections on 8th May.

TPO 180/1980 On Land at Ashdown House, Warren Lane,

T1 Oak – fell to ground level. T2 Silver Birch – fell to ground level – consent not required.  T3 Silver Birch – remove top and 3ft of stem below break.

G1 2 x Silver Birch – fell to ground level – consent not required.

WDC have made TPOs in response  to plans  to re-develop the land at Aleyeska F/2005/5459 and F/2005 6570

WDC have decided to include the significant trees on this site in a TPO so they can be protected should planning be granted in the future.

TPO 51/1971-  6 Ashdale Park

Refusal to allow removal of 2 birches to ground level, on the grounds that trees are in good health.
WDC have made TPOs in response to proposals to redevelop land at the properties 61-67 Kiln Ride F/2005/6448

Temporary TPO in order to prevent the felling of trees prior to any further application being submitted.
