Mike Hamlin has sent an email saying an enforcement notice was issued requiring the removal of the mobile home from the site.  The owners appealed against the enforcement notice and we are currently awaiting the Inspector’s decision.  If the appeal is dismissed the mobile home will need to be removed.

A response with all our objections was sent to Grenville Homes on 7th November.  Copies were sent to WDC’s Planning and Public Transportation departments.

Min No 350/250 – Planning Wick Vale Cottage on Wick Hill Lane

Planning permission was given for a detached timber carport in July 2005.  Mrs Holloway spoke to the Planning Department  at WDC and was advised if the space above the carport is being used as a study etc this does not break planning regulations.  If the space is being separately let out, and is being used as a totally separate habitable area, by another individual then an Enforcement Officer can investigate this. 
Min No 350/250 – Whether internal change of use of garage space need planning permission. 
Mrs Holloway was advised by the Planning Department at WDC that a property that was not built in the last 20 years would not need planning permission but may need building regulations approval.  If the space is still going to be used as part of your house, doors and windows can be put in, as long as it does not overlook neighbours’ properties.
A modern property less than 25years old, which have a restricted covenence need planning permission.

Pinecopse, Nine Mile Ride, Planning Ref – F/2004/2736

Proposed erection of building for light industrial/storage use (B1c/B8).  Demolition of existing kennels.  Retrospective.  Permission was refused on the grounds of the building by virtue of its siting would be urbanising and detrimental to the openness and visual amenities.  Lack of parking and turning, and the width of the access and visibility is insufficient for the level of development.  Comments by 9.12.05.  The clerk will send letter with Finchampstead Parish Council’s objections including those that the building is out of keeping with the surrounding area and the site’s access is dangerous.

Proposed erection of hardstanding on agricultural land. Permission refused as the use of the land for an area of hardstanding is not acceptable in the countryside plus the size of the are would result in urbanisation. Comments by 9.12.05.  The Parish Council had not objected to this application.
