297/2008 - MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

385/2007 - CORRESPONDENCE AND OTHER MATTERS


Training has been provided by Cllr R Black and the system is being trialled tonight.

63/2008 - CORRESPONDENCE AND OTHER MATTERS

Land Clearing taking place close to Travis Perkins on Park Lane, close to Hogwood Trading Estate. A site visit was carried out on Fri 4th April with Cllr W Chapman, WBC has written to the owners of the site which is called Moor Farm. Spoke to J Steepe on 6th May, land owned by 3 people, fly- tipping evident on land, WBC is meeting with a representative of the owners, and an enforcement notice, or clean-up notice will be served. Mr Steepe has written to the owners asking that the land be cleared: they have until the end of August 08.

128/2008 - CORRESPONDENCE AND OTHER MATTERS

Summer House  Greenacres, Nine Mile Ride, registered with Enforcement at WBC on April 4th.  Additionally check whether the mobile home has planning permission. WBC informed FPC that the mobile home issue was resolved in 2007.  Summer House still waiting to hear from WBC. Asst Clerk will contact WBC to ask how matter was resolved and for copy of relevant documents. WBC responded that the mobile home is ancillary to the use of the house as written to by Mr R Lettin.  The matter of the summer house is still being looked into. Asst Clerk will ask for a copy of Mr Lettin’s letter.

160/2008 - CORRESPONDENCE AND OTHER MATTERS

Letter from a resident Re The Stables, Jovike, Wokingham Rd. Response sent to resident and Asst Clerk has spoken to Mr Mann, WBC, who is dealing with this. Mr Mann has been in telephone contact with the resident, and plans a site visit, which he will update us on. Spoke with Mr Mann on 20th a meeting is being held on 24th June with Enforcement, Legal and Head of Dev Control at WBC, no site visit has taken place. Cllr Black has spoken to resident and seen the situation, other Cllrs at WBC have been informed, it is possible that activities are causing  land contamination. Update on 16th July,  Mr Mann is waiting for police to contact him to organise a joint operation.

Application No F/2007/2663 Gorse Ride Community Centre Gorse Ride.

Proposed erection of one detached dwelling with garage. FPC had no objection to this application. Action-  Asst Clerk will write a letter of support to the inspectorate.

New Mill Restaurant, Lane at the New Mill

There is been a breach of planning control, they without permission, have erected a marquee, constructed raised timber base, installed mains electricity, and stationed a portable toilet block with connection to utilities. The New Mill is appealing against the notice.  Comments to the inspectorate by Aug 8th.Action - Asst Clerk will write to Inspectorate with our objections.
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Appeals Decisions

Application No F/2007/2299, 267 Finchampstead Rd

The development proposed is erection of 5 bedroom dwelling with detached garage to the rear of property with detached garage , plus new vehicular/pedestrian access to 267.  FPC had objected.  Appeal dismissed, not because of TBH, but because of harmful effect on the character and pattern of development in the area and the harm to identified green gap.

301/2008 – TREE PRESERVATION ORDERS 

TPO No 283/1985 49 Chivers Drive

Consent to the following work being carried out.

T1 – Scots Pine – selectively reduce lateral branches by giving up to 3m clearance to property.

T2 – Scots Pine- selectively remove first two secondary lateral branches that extend towards  property back to main trunk.

G1 – Scots Pine – selectively prune remaining low hanging branches by up to 5m above ground level all around.

TPO No 361/1988 12 Tomlinson Drive

Consent to the following work being carried out.

T6 0 English Oak – selectively prune by undertaking a 20% crown reduction ensuring the retention of the natural canopy flow.

TPO No 819/1996 10 Charlton Close

Consent refused on the following work

T23 – English Oak – Fell to the ground, because tree is in decline and a hazard. Consent has been refused, during site visit it was evident that tree was displaying signs of stress, but may recover.  Therefore it is recommended that the Oak be monitored and re-inspected in 6 mths. Consent to following works 

T22 English Oak – selectively reduce lateral branches.

T 23 English Oak selectively reduce lateral branches giving 3m clearance to property.

T24 English Oak selectively prune by removing epicormic growth from the main trunk up to the bowl.

T26 English Oak – selectively prune.

T1 Ash – selectively prune lowest branches.
