1/2004. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

2/2004. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The Minutes of the meeting of this Committee held on 3 December 2003 were signed as a true record.

3/2004. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Min No.336/2003 - Car Sales at 257 Nine Mile Ride
The property is currently being sold and car sales continue in the meantime.

Min No.338/2003 - Woodcray Manor Golf Course
Cllr Cox had brought to the attention of the Committee the vast soil increases recently dumped at the site and had drafted a letter which was read out and approved, to be sent to Mike Hamlin, Enforcement Officer, WDC.  It was also agreed to send this letter to the Chief Executive with a covering note indicating the Parish Council’s disappointment in respect of non enforcement at this site.
Min No.339/2003 - Tintagel Farm Appeal 
The appeal is to be heard at an Informal Hearing on 27 January 2004. Cllr Cox has offered to attend on the Committee’s behalf and this was AGREED. 

342/2003 - Dumped cars at commercial premises in Nash Grove Lane

The Clerk has contacted the Enforcement Officer, WDC who is currently investigating.

4/2004. CONSIDERATION OF PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Applications were considered as at Appendix A.

App No. O/2003/8337 – 6 dwellings at 50 Nine Mile Ride.  Cllr Milne declared an interest as a neighbour to the application site. It was pointed out that insufficient information had been given to the Parish Council in respect of the tree survey carried out in respect of the retained copse at the corner of the site. 
App No. F/2003/0505 – erection of 4 dwellings at 85 and 87 Kiln Ride.  Put to the vote. Three members voted to object on the grounds of overdevelopment. Six members had no objection which was carried.
Revised Plans – F/2002/6176. Bishop - Change of use of agricultural barns to B1 office use at Church Farm, Church Lane. Revised plans for access and landscaping. No objections.

TPO No.477/1989 – consent to carry out work to an oak and sweet chestnut at Evergreen, Heath Ride.
