46/2004. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were received from Cllr A Jackson and Mrs P Hughes.

47/2004. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The Minutes of the meeting of this Committee held on 22 January 2004 were signed as a true record.

48/2004. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Min No.30/2004 – dumped cars at Nash Grove Lane
The Enforcement Officer, WDC has reported that he has requested the landowners to ensure cars are parked neatly and do not encroach onto Nash Grove Lane.

49/2004. CONSIDERATION OF PLANNING APPLICATIONS

Applications were considered as at Appendix A.

Adjoining Parish Consultation:

CON/2004/1031 A C Barnes Ltd, 168 Dukes Ride, Crowthorne – 20 flats and 4 dwellings. No objections.

Revised Plans – F/2003/0678 – erection of replacement dwelling and garage at Fair Green, Longwater Lane.  Amended site location plan.  Reiteration of objections on the grounds of historical importance of the house.  Concern over development in relation to the existing TPOs on and around the site.

App No.O/2003/8337 – erection of six dwellings and 6 garages, demolition of existing building at 50 Nine Mile Ride.  Application withdrawn.
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App No.F/2003/0565 - two storey rear extension and conversion of garage to bedroom, bathroom, utility and workshop at Ridgedale House, Lower Sandhurst Road.  Application withdrawn.

App No.F/2003/0583 - erection of detached dwelling and double garage. Demolition of existing dwelling at Caister, Sandhurst Road. Application withdrawn.

51/2004. APPEALS

Notification of an Appeal by Millgate Homes –App. No.A/2003/0220 for 3 non-illuminated signs at North Court, The Ridges, in respect of one sign. The Parish Council objected on application.
Notification of an Appeal by T Russell – App No.F/2003/9957 for the erection of a dwelling at 325 Nine Mile Ride. No objections from the Parish Council subject to a condition relating to previous separate dwelling.

TPO No.26/1970 - 3 Timberley Place, Lower Wokingham Road. Refusal to allow work to reduce the crown of an oak and a scots pine.
53/2004. CORRESPONDENCE AND OTHER MATTERS
WDC - Street Naming and Numbering – from Iora to Ashdown House, Warren Lane.
WDC – Local Plan – Notice of Intention to Adopt.

WDC - Planning Lists for applications across the District during 26 January to 30 January 2004.
WDC – Development Control Committee Meeting Agenda for 28 January.  Cllr Mrs Newcombe made mention of an application ref: F/2003/0172 for 22 houses and 10 flatsd with access road etc. at Greenfields Farm, Edneys Hill, Wokingham.
Cllr Cox had prepared a report on the appeal held in respect of proposed development at Tintagel Farm, Sandhurst Road and this was read out.  It is anticipated that the appeal will be allowed with restrictions and hopefully requiring a S./106 agreement to make provision for traffic calming on the Sandhurst Road.

WDC response the Parish Council’s recent enquiry on activities on the Woodcray Manor Golf Course.  A draft response to this letter had been prepared by Cllr Cox and was read out and agreed upon.  The Clerk will send this to the Chief Executive with copies to Finchampstead District Councillors.
A written report from Cllr Mrs Newcombe had been circulated to the Committee in respect of the recent meeting of the Development Control Users Panel on 4 February 2004 which involved police and developer liaison. New area maps have now been placed on the District Council website and feedback has been requested.

Cllr Vile enquired about the possible selling off of the Hogwood Estate.  It is understood that four of the larger well established premises are to be sold but not the smaller units, in order to encourage smaller new businesses starting up.
Cllr Weeks reported the publishing of an advert in the local press indicating an application from Arborfield Waste Services for lorries to be stored at 80a Reading Road.
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Cllr Dewhurst reported that a new Give Way sign had been erected on the War Memorial site and he had received objections from local people since the back of the sign is very visible on the approach along Jubilee Hill. It was agreed to pass this matter on to the Roads Committee for discussion.
There has been recent flailing work to trees along Longwater Road and this now draws attention to 30 MPH signs on that road.
