Adjoining Parish Consultation:

Outline App. No.O/2003/0081 – Eurogolf Ltd – Woodcray Manor Golf Club, Finchampstead Road. Proposed construction of clubhouse, pro shop, green keeping facility, construction of driving range, football pitch and running track, construction of a Tennis Centre, outdoor court and car parking.  Construction of 3 detached dwellings and 28 flats.  Objection on the grounds of road safety concerns along the Finchampstead Road, closing the gap between Wokingham and Finchampstead and 
increasing the number of cars onto an already congested road.
Revised /Additional plans received in respect of:
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App No.F/2003/9905 – Development at Tintagel Farm, Sandhurst Road to widen the access and to reduce one parking space to provide a bicycle storage area.  Noted. This application is to be determined at the next meeting of the Development Control Team, WDC on 22 October 2003 and Cllr Cox will speak on behalf of the Parish Council.
App No.F/2003/9445 – Development at North Court, The Ridges revising the site plan, elevations and tree reference plan and to reposition the bin store etc. Noted.

Appeal by Oakhill Developments Ltd – App No.F/2002/7846 for 7 residential units and new access road at Manor Farm, Longwater Road. Appeal allowed and planning permission granted. The Parish Council had objected to the access road.
Appeal by D Raney – App No.F/2002/7765 for first floor extension and family room at 331 Nine Mile Ride.  Appeal allowed and planning permission granted. No objections from the Parish Council.
Appeal by Mr and Mrs Pines – App No.F/2002/8263 45 Nine Mile Ride for two storey side extension and demolition of existing garage and swimming pool. To be dealt with by written representations. The Clerk to forward the Parish Council’s objections that the proposal is out of keeping with the remainder of the property.
Appeal by J Stean – App No.F/2002/7638 for replacement dwelling at Victoria, Heath Ride.  Appeal allowed. The Parish Council had objected.
Appeal by Mr and Mrs Brant – App No.F/2003/8368 for a replacement dwelling at Cherry Hill, Church Lane.  Appeal dismissed. The Parish Council had not objected.
Appeal by R Spencer – App No.F/2002/6868 for two dwellings at 78-82 Reading Road.  Appeal dismissed. The Parish Council had not objected.
Appeal by R Spencer – App. No.F/2002/6889 for removal of agricultural use condition on former permission at Southcourt Cottage, 80a Reading Road.  Appeal dismissed. The Parish Council had not objected.
