189/2007 – ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN & VICE-CHAIRMAN

The Clerk asked for nominations for Chairman of the committee for 2007-08.  Cllr Weeks nominated Cllr Milne, seconded by Cllr Chapman and duly elected.  Cllr Milne nominated Cllr Weeks as Vice Chairman, seconded by Cllr Chapman and duly elected.  The other members of the committee for 07-08 will be Cllrs Mrs Driver, E Cox, J May, D Moore and there being one vacancy, Cllr Black was co-opted onto the committee.
190/2007 MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING 

The minutes of the previous meeting held on 6th March 2007 were signed as a true record, with the spelling of ‘Quiet Lanes’  amended.
191/2007 – MATTERS ARISING
Min No: 83/2007 – Thames Valley Safer Roads Partnership

Cllr Weeks reported that a training session has been arranged for Monday 11th June at 9.30 am and Cllrs Weeks, Black and Chapman will attend with other local residents.  The equipment will be left with Cllr Weeks for two weeks so that various monitoring sessions can be arranged.  For any session, which must be held in daylight hours, at least two operators must be present, wearing fluorescent tabards.  Pre-arranged sites will be agreed with the Instructor and Cllr Weeks confirmed these will be on Nine Mile Ride near California Park entrance; NMR at Kiln Ride entrance (Belmont Stores); Finchampstead Road; Longwater Road; The Village; Sandhurst Road; Wellingtonia Avenue.  Information on offending driver will be passed to the police who will write to the registered owner of the vehicle to inform them that the vehicle was observed speeding and the information will be logged on file.
83/2007 – VAS signs – The Village
Cllr Weeks reported that he will progress the matter with WBC.

The sign has been put in place.
Min No: 87/2007 – Lights in Averys Car Park

The lighting has been installed and the committee agreed to re-assess the effectiveness after the winter months.
192/2007 – ROAD TRAFFIC INCIDENT REPORT
1. Sandhurst Road – accident on 5th June resulting in 2 injured drivers taken to hospital.  Cllr Milne has contacted Frank Browne & Keith Baker at WBC to request further preventative actions.  No response received so far.
2. Longwater Road/Cricket Hill – 22nd May – cyclist hit by car overtaking parked van

3. Nine Mile Ride/Park Lane – at 90 degree bend, car failed to negotiate bend
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4. Fleet Hill – fence demolished – cause unknown

5. Dell Road/The Ridges – mid May – telegraph pole demolished

193/2007 SPEED PETITIONS UPDATE
The Ridges – the proposed new limit now advertised and signs should be in place by the end of the summer. Still awaiting advertisement of Wellingtonia Ave Traffic Order.
194/2007 – ROAD CONDITION REPORT

The Clerk has spoken to Brian Gilbert on the outstanding issues and been informed that:-

1. Church Lane/White Horse Lane – will have some large patching on the worst sections

2. Wellingtonia Avenue – potholes in the Avenue and around the roundabout – Mr Gilbert will inspect and advise accordingly – he will liaise with Eddie Napper who is responsible for drainage.
3. Longwater Road – 30 mph sign has been repaired

4. Dell Road – vegetation and drainage – will be cleared in the summer

5. Lower Sandhurst Road (Bracknell end) – broken edges reported will be repaired
Mr Gilbert reported he has written to the householder of Village Point whose hedge is encroaching onto the pathway.

Members reported other instances for attention and the Clerk will inform WBC

1. NMR/Park Lane – (R/H side before Robinson Crusoe Park) - large pothole around drain cover 
2. Finchampstead Road – (outside doctors’ surgery and opposite The Dittons) - several potholes

3. Dell Road (at entry point with The Ridges) – several potholes

4. Dell Road – whole road surface in need of attention

5. Road signs – generally dirty and obscured by vegetation – the Clerk will ask the Litter Warden to identify signs which need replacement around the parish.

6. Wellingtonia Ave (where Footpath 27a enters the roadway) – Footpath sign fallen over and bent
195/2007 – STREET FURNITURE

Cllr Mrs Driver asked for this matter to be discussed and it was AGREED that there are many superfluous signs that should be removed.  The Clerk will advise WBC and request removal.
